The Kaiser Family Foundation National Survey on Public
Perceptions About Contraception was a random-sample,
telephone survey of 1,000 Americans (488 men and 512
women) ages 18 years and older. It was conducted for the
Foundation between January 19 - 21, 1996 by Market Facts,
Inc. The margin of error in the national sampleis plus or
minus 3 percent.
